1. OnJuly 27, 2022, Wednesday, at around 8:43 in the morning, the Province of
Abra was the epicenter of Magnitude 7.3 earthquake that was felt as far as
Cavite and Metro Manila which caused critical water oscillations in coastal
areas of Ilocos Sur. Coincidentally, the month of July is being celebrated as
the National Disaster Resilience Month (NDRM) by virtue of Executive Order

Right after the earthquake, in compliance with safety protocols, initial ocular
inspection and response were conducted to assess and account the damages
of all the schools in the Division. Spot/Incident Reports were forwarded to
DepEd personnel in the Central and Regional Offices. Likewise, augmentation
teams are requested to aid and provide technical assistance in the validation
of the structural integrity of each school in the Division for the coming days.
